Removing the Battery

charge from any electrical outlet.

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Replacing the SIM Card

To replace the SIM Card

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Caller ID

If a newer 
software version is available.

5.	 Press the OK key      > Download to begin the download 
immediately.

6.	 Press the 2 key > Show update history and see the 
information on the last successful update. If the updates have 
not been performed, status information will be unavailable.
